SportsAcademies

The Sports Academies identify and work
with high-performing students who have
the potential to become elite
competitors during their time at School.

These must clearly
show your name and
supply address - e.g. a
current electricity
account, water or rates
bill, official rental
agreement, internet/
broadband account.

« Child's NZ Birth
Certificate OR Passport if
born outside New
Zealand (must show
residency status) and
date of entry into NZ.

« A copy of the student’s
mid-year 2023 school
report.
