In-Zone Applications

To assist with planning for
2027, in-zone applications
should be submitted by
Friday, July 3, 2026.

What is required with your
application:

e Signed JP Statutory
Declaration Form.

e Three forms of proof of
living in-zone. These must
clearly show your name
and supply address - e.g. a
current electricity, water or
rates bill, official rental
agreement, internet/
broadband account.

o A copy of the student’s
mid-year 2026 school
report.

« Child’s NZ Birth
Certificate OR Passport if
born outside New Zealand
(must show residency
status) and date of entry
into NZ.

Out-of-Zone Applications*
It is unlikely that out-of-
zone enrolments will be
accepted for 2027.
However, should the
school be in a position to
do so, any out-of-zone
applications must be
received by 4.00pm
Wednesday, 2 September
2026 to be included in a
ballot conducted
Wednesday, 9 September
2026.
